What is a Columbarium?
A Columbarium is a resting place for human 
ashes or cremated remains. The ashes are 
placed in crypts or niches. The niches holds 
two urns. A standard urn is available from 
the parish, however you may provide your 
own as long as it conforms to the niche size 
restrictions. The cremation process requires 
the services of a Funeral Home at an addi-
tional expense.

Whose ashes can be interred?
Any parishioner and or close relative may be 
placed in the Columbarium, but only human 
remains can be interred. The niche cannot 
be sold or given to anyone other than who 
originally paid for it. The Pastor has sole 
discretion as to whose ashes can be laid to 
rest.

What can I put on the niche?
The name of your loved one and their birth 
and death dates will be placed on the plaque.

Can I move the ashes at a later date?
Yes, A refund may be given upon removal 
of the ashes, but it is the discretion of the 
pastor as to what kind of refund will be 
available.
